THE PATIRIM
There are 365 or so readings in the Torah which the scribes under Ezra organised into 54weeks of readings. So there are 54 "Patirim" which are usually small sections that collect some truth from the foregoing series of readings. The Patirim are "burstings forth" with the beauty of flowers, "burstings" of water with the refreshment of wells; "burstings" free which lighten the load of duty ;"burstings" of the mouth with animated declarations; "burstings " of the womb and waters to produce new life. They may be understood also as "divisions" or "transitions" like mountains between the valleys of each week after the kindred Hebrew root "BETHER"
